Good Witch:. We want to thank you for making the decision to go do your visiting teaching and destroying the bad witch's sister
Dorothy: I haven’t destroyed anybody.
Narrator: Under the Chrysler Van Dorothy could see a pair of legs with a pair of beautiful red shoes.
Dorothy: Oh no! What can we do?
Good Witch: There’s nothing we can do.
Dorothy: But… who was she?
Good Witch: She was the sister of the East Syracuse Evil Witch. She kept ladies like you from doing your visiting teaching. 
Dorothy: And who are you?
Good Witch: I am the West Syracuse good Witch. 
Dorothy: Are you a real witch?
Good Witch: Of course. But I am a good witch, and I am as powerful as the Evil Witch 
Dorothy: Look over there? Her feet are gone! She left only her red shoes.
Good Witch: She was so old that her feet dried with the sun. The shoes are yours…you can use them.
Narrator: Then she took the shoes and gave them to Dorothy, who put them on.
Dorothy: I need to go do my visiting teaching do you want to go with me? I need a partner!

Good Witch: Now they belong to her! Go away!

Narrator: With that the Wicked witch was gone!

Dorothy:  How do I do it? I'm so scared! 
Good Witch: Just follow the yellow brick road. (point to the yellow brick road) 
Dorothy: Are you coming with me?
Good Witch: I will be there in spirit watching over you 
Narrator: And with that the good witch was gone

Narrator: And Dorothy and Toto started walking through the yellow brick road. After a while they heard someone talking.
Scarecrow: I need a brain! I need a brain!
Dorothy: Did you hear that, Toto? Who is talking?
Scarecrow: It´s me. Look this way.
Narrator: Then Dorothy saw a big corn field, where there was a Scarecrow talking to her.
Dorothy: Did you say that you need a brain?
Scarecrow: Yes, I only have straw.
Dorothy: And, how can you talk?
Scarecrow: I don’t know.
Dorothy: Well, I cannot get you a brain, but if you come with me to do my visiting teaching then I will give you the knowledge that I share with my sisters. But if you don't come you will never gain the knowledge that I get from doing my visiting teaching!
Scarecrow: I will go with you, I want the knowledge of the gospel
Narrator: So Dorothy, Toto and the Scarecrow kept walking. After a while they saw a Tin Man beside the road.
Tin Man: Oil can! oil can!
Dorothy: Oil can?
Scarecrow: I think he´s trying to say that he wants some oil.
Dorothy: Look, there´s an oil can in the floor. Maybe that’s what he wants.

Tin Man: In my chin… in my chin.
Scarecrow: Here I´ll put some drops in your chin.

Scarecrow: Let’s pray for her, that’s what we are here for!
Wicked Witch of the East: Ha, ha, ha, you will be easily destroyed…. I will make sure your televisions will be turned on so you will not want to do your visiting teaching, Dorothy I will make sure that your precious Henry will be so naughty you will have to stay home from doing your visiting teaching. I will make you tired, and cranky. I will place negative people in your life
Narrator: Then Dorothy realized that she already had done her visiting teaching for the month and it didn't matter what the wicked witch said.
Dorothy: Stop it! Or I'll run my minivan over you too!  We visited our ladies for the month!  We gained knowledge, love and courage so you can't harm us!

Wicked Witch of the East: No! No! What have you done, I am melting… melting… mel…. Oh, oh,oh…What a ward, What a ward. 
Narrator: Dorothy stood in disbelief she did not know that her faith in visiting teaching would make the witch disappear. Once they realized the Wicked Witch could not harm them they journeyed on to tell the Wizard.  Once arriving at the Wizards palace the tin man, scarecrow and lion began to hide behind Dorothy as they had never met the wizard and they were scared. 
Dorothy: Hello?  Oh great and powerful OZ we have come to report great news! 
Wizard: Why Dorothy it is nice to see you! Tell me now of your great  news. 
Dorothy: I have finished my visiting teaching for the month. 
Wizard: (booming voice) This is great news! but who have you brought with you? 
Dorothy: Why Wizard, these are my partners: Lion, Scarecrow and Tin man.  They each gained something by going with me this month. 
Lion: By doing visiting teaching I gained courage.  Courage to call my visiting teaching ladies each month. Courage to share the message and Courage to listen to the Good Witch.
